Excellent:  90-100%  Includes all the above criteria to satisfaction.

Good:   80-89%    Pamphlet is similar to one receiving an “Excellent” grade, 

except one or two important elements are missing or 

pamphlet is of lesser quality.  Ex: color, spelling, pictures.

Fair:    70-79%   
Pamphlet is similar to one receiving a grade of “Good” 

except that three or more criteria are done poorly or not 

done at all.  Ex:  pictures, color, drawings, some basic 

information is missing.  Neatness/Spelling errors.




Pamphlet is only done on one side.

Poor:    65-69%     
Pamphlet is difficult to follow or read.   

Main idea or message is unclear; some information is incomplete, inaccurate or nonexistent.  Pictures, photos, drawings, diagrams, graphs, etc. are not used or used inappropriately.  The work is not neat or presentable.
