Select 6 characters from the play—you can choose from both major and minor characters. 
You will analyze each character that you selected by completing the following activities on a character map. 
1. Identify the character 
2. Provide an illustration of the character – you may draw these or use magazine cut outs
3. List two adjectives to describe the character
4. Include textual evidence to help support your analysis--one direct quote from the character that helps reveal their personality (include pg. #)
5. Identify the characters relationships in the story
EXAMPLE:         TYBALT –Juliet’s cousin
