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1. You will use a sheet of poster paper located on the big desk in the front to begin analyzing a specific character from LOTF and making connections between the different themes and motifs that are beginning to develop in the novel.

2. Your objective is to utilize the entire sheet of paper.  There should be very little to no white space.  Be creative with how you arrange and organize the info on your one pager!  Ex.  You can write information in shapes  or symbols!  USE ALL OF THE SPACE TO COMMUNICATE THE THEMES YOU SEE!

3. The following list below indicates the minimum requirements for your one page activity. 

A. 4 quotes from text: Select lines that you think are powerful and strong and really work to communicate the essence of the text.  You can use multiple lines for each quote or even partial lines.  Anything that you copy from the text is a QUOTE—meaning it is not your own original thoughts or ideas. Your quotes can come from any section of the book and should show a developing theme or motif—meaning the ideas should be related or connected. 

B. 3 Pictures or symbols: At least three images that represent the quotes that you have decided to use.  Be creative—you can draw pictures, use magazine cut-outs, or a combination of both. 

C. A character analysis statement:  Identify the key characteristics of the characters personality.  Use the sentence template to help guide you.
