Movie Poster - Assignment
 Your Movie Poster should include: 
1. Minimum of 4 Graphics (At least one picture should be an original) (All graphics taken from web must be cited and turned in with your project) 
2. Movie Title and Tagline 

A tagline is a variant of a branding slogan typically used in marketing materials and advertising. The idea behind the concept is to create a memorable phrase that will sum up the tone and premise of a brand or product (like a film), or to reinforce the audience's memory of a product. Some taglines are successful enough to warrant inclusion in popular culture, often becoming snowclones. A snowclone is a type of cliché and phrasal template originally defined as "a multi-use, customizable, instantly recognizable, time-worn, quoted or misquoted phrase or sentence that can be used in an entirely open array of different variants". 
Examples of famous movie/television taglines are: 
Be afraid. Be very afraid. – The Fly 
In space no one can hear you scream. – Alien 
Just when you thought it was safe to go back in the water... – Jaws 2 
A long time ago in a galaxy far, far away... – Star Wars 
Love means never having to say you're sorry – Love Story 
To boldly go where no man has gone before – Star Trek 
3. Release Date ,Writers, Directors, Stars, Studio etc, Awards/Nominations , Rating 
4. At least 4 images and all should be blended using layer masks, color correction, filters, opacity and blending modes. 
Movie Poster Tips 
1) A poster should be Aesthetic - It should get attention so the message is delivered 
2) A poster should be Focused - It should focus and communicate on a single message 
3) A poster should be Ordered - The sequence should be well ordered and obvious 

A large heading and a large image draw your eye into the image and there is a clear hierarchy of information. 
You should also consider other factors of the poster design such as the film title, classification, leading cast, distributors, directors, producers etc. The best way to find out what should be on a poster is by looking at other poster designs. 

Procedure:
You have been hired to develop one of the three excerpts into a movie.   (For idea purposes, you should design a movie of interest to you, and one you might like to see on the ‘big screen’).  The executives at Dream Works have given you the following guidelines for your design:
1. Poster should be aesthetically pleasing that clearly represents an abstract concept such as “Outerspace”.
1. Movie Type, Title, Main Character(s) (these can be real life movie stars or fictitious ones),
1. Setting, Time, Period, “Mood”
1. Color Scheme (Soft/Muted, Bold etc)
1. Focal point of the design (Foreground/Background layout)


On the back of your movie poster: 
 -write biographical information about the author Summarize important parts of the author’s life.
