7. Dialogue  
7.1. Dialogue:  Final/Summative Superintendent Evaluation Summary from Board - Chairperson Linda Day  
Adoption of Summative Evaluation per Board Policy 02.14 and KRS 156.557(4)(b).  Discussed and adopted in an open meeting and reflected in the Minutes. 
Linda Day expressed all the board Members gave Superintendent Boblett excellent reviews and confidence in his leadership.  Mr. Boblett thanks the Board Members for their support and believing in him.  
7.2. Dialogue - 2024 Tax Rates-Larry Barber, District Finance Director   
Larry Barber shared some information with the Board regarding action items later in the agenda in which they will be setting tax rate. He shared that they tangible and Board that they approve the "4% increase" rate due to the fact that we are projected to lose approximately 170,000 dollars in seek funds from the state as well as an increase in the cost of supplies due to inflation. Mike Blankenship asked if the 4% increase rate would help our finical situation. Mr. Barber stated that the increase in tax revenues could only assist us in maintaining a 2% contingency amount as required by the State at the end of the school year. He also stated that regardless of our current financial situation there still would have been the recommendation for the 4%increase rate due to the loss of seek funding.  Mr. Barber also provided the board with tax rates from 23-24 of surrounding districts. He noted that even with the 70.8 cents per 100 dollars that the District is well below the rates for the 24-25 school year for surrounding Districts.
    
7.3. Dialogue - Loan in Anticipation of Tax Receipts - Larry Barber, District Finance Director  
Larry Barber shared with the Board regarding cash flow since the beginning of the fiscal year as prepared by Mr. Don Fleu Finance Department Advisor. He pointed out to the board that in October that there will be 3 payrolls which the District will not be able to cover until they begin to receive the property tax revenues in November. He stated that the Board will vote on an action item later in the agenda which will otherwise the Superintend to obtain a loan in anticipation of taxes in the amount of 1.5 million dollars. Once the District begins to receive the tax revenues in November, the District will pay off this loan. It should be paid off no later than December 31st.
   
7.4. Dialogue - Update of Current District Financial Status-Don Fleu, Finance Department Advisor  
Mr. Don Fleu Finance Department Advisor shared with the Board some items about the financial status of the District. He shared with the Board that the finance department is monitoring both current cash flow as well as projected cash flow at the end of the fiscal year. He noted that the one concern is for June 2025 due to a 645,000 dollar loan from KDE which is due in June as well as a bond payment due in June 2025 and summer checks which will be distributed in June 2025. He stated that the finance department will continue to look for ways to reduce expenses to ensure that those expenses are necessary and cannot be postponed or eliminated. He reiterated what Mr. Barber stated in regards to approving the 4% increase tax rates. He also shared with the Board regarding their request to meet and go over the budget line by line prior to the approval of the working budget at the September meeting. He went on to state that Finance should be able to meet with them in mid-September and the Board seemed very interested in scheduling this meeting.
