(3) Expenses this month include several teacher subsidy grants.

(2) The PTO food drive for KACS was a huge success.
(3) Fall Fest also a success, and fun night out for families.
(4) The new Charger cards are adding excitement for students. The first PBIS celebration for the school will be on 11/26.
(5) This year’s Halloween parade is on 10/31 at 10:30am. Classes will make two loops around the school.
(6) Scheduling for Fall conferences in November will start on 10/24. Look for an email to come from PTC Fast.

(8) There will be a Veteran’s Day assembly on 11/11 at 9:30 a.m. to honor veterans in our school community.
