DRESS CODE

Sequoia Middle School is dedicated to providing a safe, secure learning environment for all students. The following is a guide of the school’s dress code.

· Shorts needs to be an appropriate length for school. 
Students should use this test as a guideline: 
1. Stand-up straight with hands down at your sides. 
2. Compare the tips of your fingers to the length of the shorts: 
· If your shorts are longer than the point where your fingertips rest, the shorts are acceptable at Sequoia. 
· If your fingertips go beyond the length of your shorts and you are able to touch bare skin on your leg, the shorts are NOT acceptable at Sequoia. 
· Students are to wear shirts with sleeves at all times. 
· Your clothes should cover all undergarments (bra straps, boxers, briefs, etc.). 
· Baseball style caps are NOT acceptable at any time. 
· Gang attire or paraphernalia is strictly prohibited, including bandannas, all-white t-shirts/undershirts, head bands, hairnets, and any attire with gang names or monikers or any other paraphernalia, which may be construed as gang related by the school or district administration or the Fontana School Police Department. 
· Hoods (on sweatshirts) are not to be worn on campus, or in class, unless there is a medical reason with a supporting doctor’s note. During inclement weather (rain) hoods are permitted outside the classroom. 
· Clothing and jewelry shall be free of writing, pictures, or any other insignia which is crude, vulgar, profane, gang-related, sexually suggestive, or which advocates racial, ethnic, or religious prejudice or the use of drugs or alcohol or suggests any act which is illegal or hazardous to one’s health. 
· Pants must be worn at the waist. Those, which do not stay up at the waist without a belt are not acceptable. This includes sagging pants. Pants which are intentionally manufactured to be overly large or short waisted, are not permitted, regardless of the waist size. Sewing pleats in oversized pants does not meet the dress code. 
· Footwear should be appropriate for normal activities and should have hard comfortable soles and back support. Examples of types that are not allowed include: beach thongs or “flip-flops”, bedroom slippers, moccasins, or “footsies”. 
· No heavy “wallet type” chains or other heavy chains are to be brought or worn to school. 
· Piercings should be limited to the ears. Facial piercings such as lips, eyebrows, tongue, etc. are highly discouraged. 
· The school also reserves the right to have students “tuck-in” their shirts. 
· Students are not allowed to wear shirts for friends to ‘autograph’. Unfortunately, inappropriate and offensive comments are written. This is to protect our students.
