With approval from the local governing board, Summit High School has developed a written Title I parent and family engagement policy with input from parents and family members of participating children. 
The Title I parental involvement policy was developed with the help of parents during WASC meetings held in 2015 and 2020. Brainstorming sessions along with other activities led to the development of the policy. The Title I Parental Involvement Policy is reviewed yearly by Summit staff and School Site Council (SSC). Any revisions are presented to SSC for final approval. The policy is available on the school website at: summithigh.net, or in the main office, per request. 
The school has distributed the policy to parents and family members of children served under Title I, Part A.  This policy is distributed via email, and through the parent newsletter.
Summit High School’s policy describes the means for carrying out Title I parent and family engagement requirements.
INVOLVEMENT OF PARENTS IN THE TITLE I PROGRAM
To involve parents and family members in the Title I program at Summit High, the following practices have been established:
· Summit High convenes an annual meeting, at a convenient time, to which all parents of participating children shall be invited to attend and encouraged, to inform parents and family members of their school’s participation in the Title I, Part A program and to explain the requirements, and the right of the parents to be involved.
Blackboard Connect calls are placed to inform and invite parents regarding opportunities for parent participation in school wide activities. These meetings are held throughout the school year.
Parents participate in annual parent surveys to give feedback.
Parents are given information on different meetings to attend: SSC, ELAC, AAPAC, Athletics, VAPA, GATE, CTE, AP Night, College Application Night, Coffee with the Principal, Parent Support Team, parent classes, and student clubs. These meetings occur on MS Teams and some in person.
· Summit High offers a flexible number of meetings, such as meetings in the morning or evening, and the school may provide, with Title I funds, transportation, childcare, or home visits, as such services related to parent involvement.

Evening meetings are held for AAPAC, AP advisory committee and parent classes.
Bilingual (Spanish/English) services provided.
Morning meetings held for Coffee with the Principal and parent classes.
Meetings are held via MS Teams and some in person (Athletics).

· Summit High involves parents in an organized, ongoing, and timely way, in the planning, review, and improvement of the school’s Title I program, including the planning, review, and improvement of the school parent and family engagement policy and the joint development of the schoolwide (SWP) program plan.
Parent involvement groups participate in annual review of school-wide policies and practices.
Data is collected from various parent groups. It is reviewed and analyzed- changes to the program proposed.

Parents with limited English fluency receive messages in written and verbal form in Spanish.
Parents of ELL level 1-5 students are contacted directly to inform them of upcoming meetings for ELAC, SSC.
Many staff members at Summit High School speak fluent Spanish and assist with translations when necessary. This also includes teacher conferences and SST meetings.

During the preparation for the site’s WASC visitation, parents were asked a series of questions pertaining to the school, including community relations, along with communication with parents and teachers. A series of meetings led to creating the school-family compact. The compact is reviewed annually by Summit staff and SSC. Any revisions are presented to SSC for final approval. The compact is distributed at the beginning of the school year during period 2 and is sent home for parents to review and sign. Forms are then returned and stored at the site.
