Adam suggested that committee members contact personally those invited to encourage their attendance (this will be lieu of an RSVP). It was decided to host the event at 6:00 pm. Adam will host the event at his facility located at 535 Boyd Road, Clover, SC. This is an invitation only event. Jessica Elliott will design an invitation.  York School District One Education Foundation will front the costs of the event which will then be shared.  Adam will take care of tables and parking. Charlie suggested having gift baskets from local farmers to use as door prizes at event and agreed to collect those for event.
