Third Grade Daily Humanities Schedule (135 minutes on 2024 CCPS Daily Schedule)
The ELA block provides direct instruction for all students. It is manageable for teachers while maintaining rigor that challenges students, addressing state standards and meeting the needs of the 21st century learner. 
*Times for each component can be considered an average based on viewing a week’s worth of instruction and will be flexible for each component withing the 135 minutes allotted on the CCPS Master Schedule.

Common Terms
Explicit Instruction: 
· Extensive teacher modeling or demonstration of skills and strategies (the “I do” of the gradual release model.) 
· “Thinking Aloud” - The procedures that draw attention to the step-by-step process of applying skills and strategies that are eventually internalized. 
· Intentional teaching of well-defined skills or strategies that are broken down and taught directly in a series of carefully sequenced steps. 
· Clear, specific daily learning targets connected to the CCPS curriculum 
· Should occur in both whole and small group instruction. 

Flexible Literacy Groups: Any group that includes explicit instruction in reading and writing. 
· The teacher works with a small group having similar reading abilities. The teacher selects and introduces a new text. New vocabulary is introduced/reinforced.
· The teacher guides students through negotiating text as they read, and the teacher plans instructional points based on needs during reading. The end goal for reading in Grades 3-5 is to create strategic readers able to work successfully in flexible reading groups with a focus on comprehension. 
· Groups reorganized based upon careful teacher assessment of student knowledge and performance rather than by a reading level. Specific strategies are explicitly taught (general comprehension, comprehension of literary and informational text, and fluency) 

Read Aloud: The teacher reads aloud to the whole class or small group. A carefully selected body of children’s literature is used; the collection contains a variety of genres and represents our diversity, as well as, exposing students to texts they could not yet read on their own. 

Shared Reading: Using a text that all children can see (projected, enlarged or student copies), the teacher engages children in reading together for a purpose. The process includes rereading anthology texts, historical documents, Social Studies texts, poems, songs, anchor charts, and class composed texts. 

Tier I (all students) 
· Good first pass instruction of the core delivered with fidelity by classroom teacher 
· Differentiated instruction (content, process, product) 
· Whole class, small or flexible groups 
· Ongoing progress monitoring 
· Takes place in the classroom 

Tier II (some students) - Takes place in or out of the classroom
· Supplemental instruction (15-30+ minutes, 2-5 times per week) delivered with fidelity by classroom or resource teacher 
· Small, needs-based groups (2-4 students) 
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
