Updates: 

New SACS Account Codes for Medi-Cal Programs
Per CDE there will be account code changes for both Medi-Cal Programs, the School-Based Medical Administrative Activities (SMAA) Program and the Local Educational Agency Billing Option Program (LEA BOP). Per PPL 17-002, through the Department of Health Care Services (DHCS) the Medi-Cal Programs are administered through contractors, not subrecipients. As a result, the account codes for both programs will change from Other Federal Revenue to Other Local Revenue.
 
The account code change must be implemented for FY 21/22.
 
The account codes that will be used are:
         For SMAA:
Resource Code will be 0000 – Unrestricted (no change)
Revenue Object Code will be 8699, All Other Local Revenue (was 8290)

         For LEA BOP:
Resource Code will be 9XXX – Other Restricted Local (was 5640)
Revenue Object Code will be 8699, All Other Local Revenue (was 8290)
 
Note: If you have a remaining balance in Resource 5640, the remaining balance should be transferred from Resource 5640 to Resource 9XXX by year end 20/21.
