EXAMPLES OF NON-SERIOUS AND SERIOUS/HIGH RISK CONDITIONS
The following are examples of what constitutes non-serious and serious/high risk conditions.  Non-serious conditions and/or activities pose little to moderate risk of injury or illness.  Serious/high risk conditions are those conditions and/or activities that have the potential to cause death or serious physical harm and the employer knew or should have known of the hazard.  Please note that this is not an exhaustive list.
