General Introductions. Happy Valentine’s Day!


Principal’s Report		Rob Ceglie, Principal

Open Enrollment: This is by grade and first come first serve. 2,169 is the number we budgeted to and there will be a lot of fluctuations. Round One we got 77 students which is a great number probably due partially to our tours and information provided to the community. Round 2 (open from 1.22.24 to 8.1.24 at 4PM) is slower moving and usually brings in a lower number. 
We currently have 2,190 students as of today but that includes 8th graders that roll to Vista from Mountain Ridge. What we don’t know, is how many of these kids might move, go to Valor, etc. Calls will be going out to find out and then we debit kids in/out based on those numbers. We have a good reserve for now. Usually in July, 30-40 kids “drop”. The first day of school is the ultimate deadline for those kids to decide. We also typically get charter school kids back after 8th grade, example: Platte River. 
The 2030 projection is that Vista will have 1600 kids, but this will shift again (It was previously 1300). Vista is on a very normal decline pattern. Rising seniors going out next year (540 kids) are almost matched by incoming freshmen/current 7th graders (500). 

Boundary Change is still being talked about per Kelly, our DAC representative, but this would not take effect until 2026. This is affected by sales and purchases of homes and information coming out very slowly.

As registrations come in, we can determine what staffing looks like and what positions we need to hire for. 


Athletics Update:
Basketball: Boys are 6th in the state. Girls are 29th in the state (Top 32 make it to Tournament) 
Wrestling: 5 boys and 1 girl are headed to state this Friday.
Swim/Dive: Just finished 21st overall in state.
Cheer: 7th in the nation in their category out of 121 teams!
Poms: Going to compete in Florida in a few weeks. 
Ice Hockey is 13-4-2, 7th in the state.

Austyn Modrzewski was chosen as Gatorade’s Football Player of the Year (6th ever at Vista/first football player). He was given $1000 to donate to his charity of choice and he chose our Wish Week Fund!!!

Other Updates on Co-Curriculars:
FBLA: 41 kids going to state
Continental League Music Festival: Mr. Ceglie and Ms. Jaffe attended. Oli Teller, violinist was performing as concert master.

Theatre:
Trap was a huge success and some SAC members attended and said it was fabulous. The kids display such versatile talent, and the shows are very entertaining.
The next play will be a musical. The Drowsy Chaperone will be on stage April 18, 19, 20th.

         The push is for a bond in 2024. They are hoping it can pass in an election year. Our      
HVAC being fixed is our top priority. We have made small fixes to try to “Band-aid” the issues, but it won’t last forever. We can put off fixing the 23-year-old vinyl tiles, but we will need to fix this HVAC system. We also will eventually need a new intercom system. Schools such as ours may potentially have to tap into reserves.

         For the Bond to be put on the ballot, it costs $400K. Bonds need to be explained better to the community and people need more information to better understand the need for it to pass. Property Taxes are much higher, so people are dealing with that already. 

Fund raising could be a possibility but ideally the funds for our HVAC would be taken care of with a bond passing. HVAC cost is estimated at $200K.
