BOARD MEETING
I. Call to Order.  Michelle J., Amanda D., Shonee P., Joy M., Jason D., Michele V., Aaron K., Rick H., Morgan K., Alicia S.  
II. Welcome  6:30pm.  
III. Approval of the board minutes from the previous meeting (November 20, 2024) – Secretary.  Passed.
IV. Financial report – Treasurer.  Nov and Dec updates.  Nothing happened in Nov.  Dec had a couple Amazon purchases for markers/pencils/etc. for teachers.  Rewrite a Socials check; now resolved.  Still waiting on 1 Socials check to be cashed.  With paypal link brought in $80 to help with teacher conference meals.  Jason has no income from share nights yet (Cassoulet & Culvers).  In January he has to do insurance renewals, hasn’t seen anything yet, Michelle thinks we might have mail at the school, she’ll check our mailbox tomorrow.  
V. School Board Remarks – Katey Kamoku
VI. Community Schools - Aaron Kempf (Community School Coordinator):
1) Dec was good, online activity over winter break, 12 days of journaling online google form to reflect on themselves and the school year thus far, 2) worked with student services to get winter break bags to families in need, 3) school put together gifts for some families, 4) all community school site leadership teams meet monthly, still focusing on improving attendance – starting to see some positive results, in particular Falcon Leader program (reward those on time with the opportunity to mentor ~3 year olds at Royal Oaks), 5) partnering with phy-ed (currently badminton, soon puzzles/jeopardy/etc.) for lunch time activities, 6) site leader meeting modeled community conversations, want to meet with caregiver groups in the next few weeks – want to hear what caregivers have to say about the feel of the community, etc. 

VII. Principal remarks – Michelle Jensen, Principal
1) Thanks for the treats/markers/pencils before break, they put smiles on staff faces, 2) this week doing a Falcon Feather blitz (teachers carrying feathers and giving them out for a specific action each day, example: considerate behavior in hallways, on-time, etc.), 3) Lion King musical is Thursday/Friday/Saturday, they’ve put in a lot of time/effort, well worth attending. 

Registration: different at every level, so ages are getting different communications.  Current 5th graders:  what kind of music do you want to be involved in?  That’s really the only choice, they take a mix of electives, it’s all about trying different things.  Current 6th graders: get to make some course requests, it goes into Infinite Campus, don’t have to manually enter anymore, so it’s fairly foolproof (system tries to get them into their 1st choice, if not then it goes to the 2nd choice, etc.).  Current 7th graders:  options narrow further, getting an idea of what they like.  Will run as many classes as possible.  7th grade~10 elective options, they have 6 semesters of classes to fill; it helps to rank all classes.  Course guide is on the school website, click on academics; there it lists if they are 1 semester or year long classes (example band).  8th graders have 4 semesters of electives to fill; rank top 8 classes.  Spanish/French: if took Spanish 1A this year, can take Spanish 1B, before take level 2 in high school.  Students don’t have to take a global language, but it might be wise depending on what they want to do after high school.  A lot of 8th graders took a world language this year.  They encourage kids to start their language in 7th grade, or try it in 8th grade.  Easier to learn when younger, etc.  In 8th grade the music classes are everyday, so there are fewer electives.  8th graders moving to 9th grade:  both Rick/Morgan have been counselors at the high school level which helps them provide guidance.  Next week 8th graders will see a course request worksheet; course expo at Sun Prairie West is Jan 21st 5:30 – 7:30pm (an online equivalent if can’t make it).  Sun Prairie West counselors are coming to PVMS Jan 31st to answer questions.  6th graders enter in Infinite Campus by Jan 24th, the 7th graders the 31st, and 8th graders Feb 7th.   If you have questions please ask PVMS counselors first, if they can’t help they’ll pass you to High School counselors.  Have had 8th graders do a rough draft.  7 semesters of electives.  Want them to choose at least 4 alternate choices.  Must pick study hall as elective if want one, no credit.  Graduation requirements, what are credits, what do most freshman take for English/Math/etc.  And a Zello helpful planning tool.  For the first time, High school counselors will input requests directly into Infinite Campus (they used to enter in Zello, Zello worked with Infinite Campus).  ~150 page high school course guide.  25 credits to graduate, most come from core classes, but some electives.  History is the only AP option offered for freshman.  World History in 9th grade, or APHUG (Advanced Placement Human Geography) – either counts for the credit.  Math pathways:  verbiage/name of 9th grade math changed again “Math 1” was called “Algebra 1”, most 9th graders take that.  Current 8th grade teachers have progression/names to show current 8th graders.  Must list Spanish twice to since it’s a full year class, for example.  Question:  if it says concurrently, math 1 and geometry concurrently, does that mean 2 separate classes?  There’s also compacted?  Rick said:  all freshman (except kids already in advanced math class in 8th grade), will have math 1, and math 1 only – won’t have math 1 and geometry concurrently.  Would take compacted geometry in 10th grade, first semester for example.  How different is workload/homework in 9th grade vs 8th grade?  One said, with a study hall all year, using time wisely in study hall and in the classroom; mostly at home is just for studying for tests and the like.  The number of electives, the overwhelmed feeling for some kids is what led to the blueprints to have an idea what they should take.  Counselors said kids are asking really good questions.  Call/email Rick/Morgan with more questions.

a. Board Members for 2025-2026; will ask for nominations during the next week, for March.
b. Forward test the 2nd week of April, beginning of May are AIMSweb assessments.  Might partner and offer snacks; discuss in a future meeting.
c. Conference meal in February:  Mark at Milios reached out.  Shonee to reach out.
d. Staff appreciation in May we’ll do Guimos for lunch again one day.  Shonee to reach out.
e. Topic for Feb meeting is AVID.  1) AVID elective students apply for (in 7th/8th grade) and 2) strategies used school wide that all students benefit from.
