· Monthly financials
· Income this month included corporate donations, beer garden, donation donut event, raffle income, book fair money, spiritwear, and Tiger trot
· Expenses aquarium maintenance (up 2 types of fish now); battle of books (purchasing books); Donut Day event; holiday Make and Shop, teacher appreciation, filing taxes
· Teacher grants 
· End of last year there were leftover reserve funds.  Last year there was a balance of $24,000 ($14,000 was for the artist in resident project [won’t increase the amount but looking toward Jan/Feb to do the mural]).  We will need a new proposal for the December meeting (update the dates and different wall).  Overall, we have an excess of 38k.
· For the requested Art Grant – Anna proposed to add an additional line item for up to $10,000 as a contribution to fulfill the grant request and help get the art teacher set in her new classroom. Everyone in attendance was in support of this.  Motion to approve: Danielle Linn approved, Emily Anton seconded the approval. Approved.
· Motion to approve the remaining teacher grants: Kate Parkin motioned to approve, second Megan Rueter. Approved.
· 2023 IRS Annual Return was completed
· Andrew Multar – big thank you for helping with this and taking the time to walk Anna through the forms.
Committee Reports:
Academic Enrichment – Sumner Welsh
· Updates on Science Fair – a volunteer has stepped up to lead it, but it may be scaled back this year.
· All district read aloud – may need volunteers to help sort books.

· 5th grade committee met last week asks for larger budget based on 30% more students in this year’s graduating class (would be approximately $150 increase).  Because there will be a credit of $400 to pay for the pool from the previous year, the 5th grade committee was encouraged to work together to ask for additional funds for each participant.  The increase in budget was not approved.  However, the PTO needs to reach out to the village to be sure that the dates are reserved and that the credit can be used.
