II. Welcome  6:30pm.  
III. Approval of the board minutes from the previous meeting (January 15, 2025) – Secretary.  Passed.
IV. Financial report – Treasurer.  All checks have cleared.  Insurance is paid for another year.  Received $197 Cassoulet check.  All of that was in January.  Not much in February other than a couple Paypal amounts that have come in and will be noted the end of the month.  Culvers check should be in soon.
V. School Board Remarks – Katey Kamoku.

VI. Community Schools - Aaron Kempf (Community School Coordinator) – not here tonight.
Michelle shared for Aaron:  the Falcon Readers program has been successful motivating a small group of students to have better attendance (they read across the street at Royal Oaks).  Attendance for 3 kids has drastically improved.

VII. Principal remarks – Michelle Jensen, Principal
1) First time sending this meeting’s link to 5th grade families. 2) Today was Black History month assembly.  2 assemblies due to the number of students who fit in the gym. 3) Working on scheduling, a lot of work right now, for next year.  Tedious work, but they want as much work done now so it’s ready on day one. 4) Intramurals throughout lunches, keeping kids active/engaged, can sign up. In the middle of trivia.  Very cold, so all are inside. Coming soon March Madness. 4) Planning for end of year assessments / fieldtrips.  Trying for more consistentcy across houses / grade level.  5) Looking at referral data, right now highest number behavioral referrals are language/slurs – so they have targeted “teach-toos”, they discuss what is school acceptable and what is not.  An SP30 lesson asked kids “what else can you do?”, equip our kids / strategies to be direct and say “please don’t say that around me” while still being a positive peer.  “See something, say something” – the kids know to tell staff if there’s a safety issue.  Ask your kids about some of these!

AVID (Craig):  There are AVID elective classes that 7th/8th graders (who interview/apply) can be chosen for.  There are other ways that every child school wide benefits from AVID.  Craig is AVID instructor for 7th/8th grade (at PVMS since 2000).e  Incorporating more student voice into school opportunities.  They make sure everyone has binders/tabs/look the same for organizers/planning.  Trying to help students build organizational skills.  Giving kids the opportunity to talk and better understand.  Socratic seminars.  Students owning learning vs having teachers talk.  They build a data wall every year, help build a support network.  They build an elective class that helps understand it’s ok to make a mistake; they’ll do tutorials.  They also get students out in the community, going to schools, etc.  If determined, can make any dream happen.  He is with AVID 7th/8th graders then passes them to AVID staff at the high school.  It’s ok to make mistake, know that other students have your back.  The AVID class takes the spot of an elective (each, on A and B day).  What if someone isn’t identified as AVID in 7th grade?  Craig sits with each house/teachers/support staff, they talk about family dynamics, where students are at academically, and socially.  They recommend kids in each of the houses.  He often gets asked “hey, are you the AVID guy?” and is approachable, he can help give information.  Is it only upon staff recommendation?  They review grades/socioeconomic situations. Teachers talking to teachers. They might reach out to other staff with questions.  Some students reach out and express they are interested in applying, and that’s another avenue.  Reach out if questions.





VIII.  New business 
a. Board Members for 2025-2026; will ask for nominations in March.
