Maine Virtual Academy (MEVA) Capital Improvement of Facilities Plan
Facility Supports Programming: The aim of the MEVA facilities plan is to provide a safe, clean, and aesthetically pleasing campus environment that optimizes learning, teaching, and working for all students, faculty, and staff. The MEVA facility provides a campus environment that optimizes learning, teaching, and working, supporting our mission and key design element implementation. 
School Office Suite 230: MEVA has a school office in Augusta at the Ballard Center, Suite 230, 6 East Chestnut Street. This space provides administrative offices, teacher workspaces, and conference rooms for in-person faculty meetings and professional development sessions. The office suite includes a small kitchen, reception area, storage closets, and extended spaces for student-records storage in fireproof cabinets. 
Campaign Room: MEVA utilizes the Campaign Room (South Wing) as an auxiliary workspace/conference room for the purposes of hosting faculty meetings, and preparing/packaging course materials, and state testing supplies.
South Wing: The South Wing offices and conference room have received minor renovations, including cleaning/painting, retrofitting a small kitchen, and connecting to the existing internet service. 
Belgrade Room and Emden Room: MEVA may access the Belgrade Room and Emden Room to facilitate collaborative in-person events. These spaces are available by reservation from the Ballard Center. 
Facility meets Local and State Requirements: MEVA certifies that its facility meets all local and state requirements for public school facilities, including current Certificate of Occupancy and a Plan for maintenance and capital improvements of school facilities consistent with 20-A M.R.S. §§ 1001(2), 4001, 4502(5)(C); Maine DOE Rule Chapter 125.5.03 and 20-A M.R.S. §§ 6302, 6501; Maine DOE Rule Chapter 125.5.10.

The MEVA facility complies with applicable state and local health and safety requirements (e.g., building codes, fire prevention codes, etc.); local zoning codes and city planning review procedures; as well as federal health and safety codes, laws, and regulations including the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970 and the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). 

Capital Expenditures of Facilities: The pandemic (COVID-19) created opportunities for MEVA faculty to work remotely, while utilizing the facility as needed and requested. The MEVA reception area in the main suite is staffed by two administrative assistants during regular business hours. 
 The facility as outlined in this plan meets the needs to the school. The MEVA governing board approves the annual budget figure for renting the facility. There are no capital expenditures for facilities improvements planned at this time.
