Medicaid 
Medicaid is the key to services. Medicaid pays for adult services. 
Medicaid is the state insurance program for low-income individuals and for children and adults with disabilities. Most people with disabilities apply shortly after applying for SSI benefits at age 18. You can obtain an application for Medicaid from the Illinois Department of Human Services.
It is very important to apply for Medicaid because Medicaid is the key to receiving adult services in Illinois. What about Medicare? Medicare, a federal program, covers people over age 65, certain people with disabilities of any age, and some children and youth with special needs who are the children of parents who are retired, disabled, or deceased. People qualify if they or their spouse have 40 or more quarters (10 years) of Medicare-covered employment

Financial Planning 
Complete financial planning and set up a Special Needs Trust by age 12 if possible. Guardianship: At age 18 a person is considered legally competent to make his/her own decisions unless a guardian is appointed. Whether you decide to obtain guardianship for your child is an individual family decision that should be considered carefully. If your child is 18 years old and needs help making decisions about finances and/or medical care, it is imperative that you obtain guardianship so that you have the legal right to make decisions on behalf of the person with a disability. This must be done through the court system where a judge will determine if guardianship can and should be granted. 
You can apply for different kinds of guardianship, including Guardianship of the Person, which will enable you to make decisions about your child's activities, education, services, medical care, residential placement, or other choices affecting your child's care; or Guardianship of the Estate, which will give you the right to manage your child's property and finances.
