APPLICABILITY

1.1. All items listed under the General Terms and Conditions apply unless otherwise stated in the specifications.
1.2. These conditions are applicable and form a part of the contract documents in supplies, equipment and/or service contracts and a part of the terms of each purchase order for items of supplies, equipment and/or services included in the specifications and proposal forms issued herewith.
2. USE OF DISTRICT DOCUMENTS

2.1. Proposals must be submitted on forms provided by the District. No alteration to the District forms will be permitted, including substitutions, additions, deletions or interlineations, without written consent of the District. 

2.2. Reproduction of District documents is permitted, so long as reproduced copies are exactly the same in size, format and content as forms prepared by the District. Any proposal submitted in altered form may result in rejection of such proposal at the option of the District.	

3. PROPOSAL COPIES

3.1. A complete proposal will consist of an original plus 2 (two) additional copies of the proposal submittal documents in a sealed envelope or container.
3.2. All proposal submittal documents include the following: Note: All forms must be completed and signed in order for the proposal to be considered. Failure to complete and sign all forms may cause the proposal to be rejected.

4.2. Prior to the final selection, vendors may be required to submit additional information which the District may deem necessary to further evaluate the vendor’s qualifications.


5. WITHDRAWAL OR MODIFICATION OF SUBMITTED PROPOSAL

5.1. Any proposal, which has been submitted, may be withdrawn prior to the scheduled time for receipt of proposals. A request to withdraw a proposal must be in writing and be received by the District prior to the scheduled time for receipt of proposals.

5.2. No amendment, addendum or modification shall be accepted after the deadline for submitting the proposal to the District. If a change to a proposal that has been submitted is desired, the submitted proposal must be withdrawn and the replacement proposal submitted prior to the time scheduled for receipt of proposals.

5.3. No vendor may have more than one proposal on file with the District.

5.4. After the scheduled time for receipt of proposals, proposals may not be withdrawn for 60 days.

5.5. Any contract entered into can be modified or rescinded only by a written document signed by both of the parties or their duly authorized agents

6. CLARIFICATION AND ADDENDA’S

6.1. Any vendor in doubt as to the true meaning of any part of the specifications or other documents may request, in writing, an interpretation thereof from: The Director of Finance. At the request of the vendor, the interpretation will be made by written addendum issued by the Director of Finance, and will be sent to all vendors receiving the original Request for Proposal and will become part of the proposal package having the same binding effect as provisions of the original proposal. No verbal explanations or interpretations will be binding.

6.2. The District does not assume responsibility for the receipt of any addendum sent to vendors.

6.3. A copy of all addenda issued must be signed and returned with your proposal.



7. DEVELOPMENT OF SPECIFICATIONS
7.1. Whenever an article or material is defined by describing a proprietary product or by using the name of a manufacturer or brand name, the term “or equal” if not inserted shall be implied. The specified article or material shall be understood as indicating the type, function, minimum standard of design, efficiency and quality desired and shall not be construed as to exclude other manufactured products of comparable quality, design and efficiency.
7.2. The District reserves the right to purchase additional quantities above that stated at the same unit price unless otherwise specified by the vendor.
7.3. The District reserves the right to modify conditions and specifications by mutual agreement with the selected supplier, both at the time of acceptance of this proposal offer as so modified, and subsequent thereto.

8. DELIVERY
8.1. Delivery required in this proposal shall be freight prepaid, F.O.B. destination and proposal prices shall include all freight and delivery charges.
8.2. The title and risk of loss of the goods shall not pass to the District until the District actually receives and takes possession of the goods at the point or points of delivery.
8.3. All deliveries/services will be made to: The Hamshire-Fannett ISD Intermediate Campus 11407 Dugat Rd Beaumont, TX 77705.

8.4. A packing list or other suitable shipping documents shall accompany each shipment and show a) name and address of vendor, b) name and address of receiving department, c) district purchase order number and d) description of items shipped including item numbers, quantity, number of containers, and package number.
8.5. The District shall have the right to inspect the goods or performed services at delivery before accepting them.


8.6. If products received do not meet the standards as quoted in the proposal the District reserves the right to return products to the vendor at the vendor’s expense. The vendor will have the option to replace the product with the correct specifications as quoted in the proposal or the District may elect to replace the sub-standard product and charge any cost over the proposal amount to the vendor.
8.7. The District shall not be responsible for any “hidden damage” or for substituted items which do not meet the specifications as quoted by the vendor for a period dating from the date of delivery until statute of limitations as provided by the Uniform Commercial Code. 
9. ERASURES OR CORRECTIONS TO PROPOSALS

9.1. Any erasures and/or corrections to proposals, whether executed prior to or subsequent to the original proposal submittal shall be authenticated by affixing in the margin immediately opposite the correction and the signature of the person or persons signing the proposal.


10. INSPECTION OF DOCUMENTS
10.1. Before submitting a proposal, each vendor shall thoroughly examine the proposal documents and project sites (if applicable) to ensure that the supplies and equipment proposed meet the intent of these specifications.
10.2. Each vendor receiving forms prepared by the District is responsible for inspection of District documents for missing or illegible pages, or other indication of incomplete information provided to the vendor. The failure or neglect of vendor to receive or examine any contract document, form, instrument, addendum or document shall in no way relieve vendor from obligations with respect to his or her proposal. The submission of a proposal shall be taken as prima facie evidence of compliance with this section. Receipt of addenda to the proposal documents by a vendor must be acknowledged on the proposal.
10.3. The District is not responsible for incomplete proposal packets.

11. WARRANTIES
11.1. Warranty conditions for all supplies and/or equipment shall be considered manufacturer’s minimum standard warranty or a minimum of ninety (90) days guarantee, whichever is greater, unless otherwise agreed to in writing. Vendor shall be an authorized dealer, distributor or manufacturer for the product. All equipment proposals shall be new unless clearly stated in writing. Vendors should specify all available warranties, which will apply to the bid items.



11.2. If a vendor’s proposal is accepted by the District the price to be paid by the District shall be that contained in vendor’s proposal which vendor warrants to be no higher than vendor’s current prices on orders by others for products of the kind and specification covered by this agreement for similar quantities under similar or like conditions and methods of purchase. In the event vendor breaches this warranty, the prices of the items shall be reduced to the vendor’s current prices on orders by others, or in the alternative, the District may cancel this contract without liability to vendor for breach or vendor’s actual expense.
11.3. If a vendor’s proposal is accepted by the District, the vendor warrants that no person or selling agency has been employed or retained to solicit or secure this contract upon an agreement or understanding for commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee excepting bona fide employees of bona fide established commercial or selling agencies maintained by the vendor for the purpose of securing business. For breach or violation of this warranty the District shall have the right in addition to any other right or rights to cancel the contract without liability and to deduct from the contract price, or otherwise recover the full amount of such commission percentage, brokerage or contingent fee.

12. PROPOSAL COST
12.1. The District shall not be liable for any cost incurred by a vendor in the preparation or delivery of its response to this sealed proposal or for any other cost incurred because of this sealed proposal.
12.2. The issuance of this sealed proposal does not obligate the District to enter into a contract for any services or equipment.

13. LICENSES, PERMITS, TAXES
13.1. The price or prices for the supplies, equipment or services shall include full compensation for all taxes, permits, etc. that the vendor is or may be required to pay.
13.2. The District is exempt from all State sales taxes. Tax exemption certificates will be supplied upon request.

14. AWARD OF CONTRACT
14.1. The Hamshire-Fannett Independent School District reserves the right to accept or reject any and all proposals and to waive any irregularities or informalities in any proposal or in the proposal process. The contract will be awarded to the responsible vendor whose proposal is most advantageous to the District, considering the relative importance of price and the other evaluation criteria, which may be included in the proposal. The contract may be awarded by line item, or by group of items, whose proposal is most advantageous to the District. 

14.2. The Hamshire-Fannett Independent School District retains the right not to purchase solely on the basis of low proposal; quality and suitability to purpose will be the controlling factors and the District reserves the right to arrive at such by means deemed appropriate. The proposal award shall be based on, but not necessarily limited to the following factors: a) the purchase price, b) the reputation of the vendor and of the vendor’s goods and services, c) the quality of the vendor’s goods or services, d) the extent to which the goods or services meet the District’s needs, e) the vendor’s past relationship with the District, f) the impact on the ability of the district to comply with laws and rules relating to historically underutilized businesses, g) the total long-term cost to the district to acquire the vendor’s goods or services, h) available maintenance, repair and warranty services, I) any other relevant factor specifically listed in the request for bids or proposals. An example is vendor response time or compatibility of goods/products purchased with those already in use in the District. 14.3. The District may, by written notice to contractor, cancel the contract if it is found by the District that gratuities, in the form of entertainment, gifts, or otherwise, were offered or given by contractor or any agent or representative of contractor, to any employee or members of the Board of Trustees with a view toward securing an order or securing favorable treatment with respect to the awarding or amending, or the making of any determinations with respect to the performing of such order.
14.4. It is expected that all contacts by vendors with any Hamshire-Fannett Independent School District personnel and members of the Board of Trustees begin with Allison Byrd. Failure to follow this procedure is grounds for eliminating the vendor from any further consideration of awarding the contract. 

15. UNIFORM COMMERCIAL CODE
15.1. All contracts and agreements between vendors and Hamshire-Fannett Independent School District shall strictly adhere to the statutes as set forth in the Uniform Commercial Code as last amended in 1995 by the American Law Institute in the National Conference of Commissioners on Uniform State Laws. Reference: Uniform Commercial Code, Fourteenth Edition, 1995 Official Text.

16. FORFEITURE FOR FAILURE TO EXECUTE CONTRACT
16.1. In the event that a vendor is awarded the Contract, but fails or refuses to execute the contract within ten (10) calendar days from the date of notification of award, the District may award the contract to the vendor whose proposal was rated as the next best value to the District. The District, alternatively at its discretion, may call for new proposals or may decline to award the contract. 

17. CONTRACTS FOR PURCHASE
17.1. Contracts for purchase will be put into effect by means of a purchase order(s) executed by the Administration Office after proposals have been awarded, or by means of a written contract and a purchase order(s) in such instances where applicable.
17.2. Any additional agreements/contracts to be signed by the District shall be included with the proposal.
17.3. Prices for all goods and/or services shall be negotiated to a firm amount for the duration of this contract or as agreed to in terms of time frame.






18. NON-PERFORMANCE
18.1. Continuing non-performance of the vendor in terms of specifications shall be a basis for the termination of the contract proposal. Cancellation by the School District may be made upon thirty (30) calendar days’ written notice to the successful vendor. The District shall not pay for work, equipment, or supplies which are unsatisfactory. Vendors will be given a reasonable opportunity (30 calendar days) before termination, to correct the deficiencies. This, however, shall in no way be construed as negating the basis for termination for non-performance.
18.2. If, at any time, the vendor fails to fulfill or abide by the terms, conditions, or specifications of the contract, the District reserves the right to: a) Purchase on the open market and charge the vendor the difference between contract and actual price, or b) deduct charges from existing invoice totals due at the time, or c) cancel the contract within thirty (30) days written notification.
18.3. The District shall have the right to cancel for default all or any part of the undelivered portion of this order if vendor breaches any of the terms hereof including warranties of vendor or if the vendor becomes insolvent or commits acts of bankruptcy. Such right of cancellation is in addition to and not in lieu of any other remedies which the District may have in law or equity.
18.4. The Administration Office of the District is charged with the responsibility of creating a healthy and competitive atmosphere among a large number of vendors: however, vendors may be removed from the various bid list due to:
Lack of response to proposals.
Non-competitive proposals. 
Failure to adhere to terms and conditions of proposals.
Substituting (without approval) items other than those actually proposed.
Failure to render service normally associated with the sale of goods; i.e. delivery dates, shipment problems, return and replacement of damaged goods, provide (within reason) availability of contact person associated with proposal.

19. INDEMNIFICATION
19.1. The contractor will defend, indemnify, save harmless and exempt the District, its officers, agents, and employees from and against any and all suits, actions, legal proceedings, claims, demands, damages, costs, expenses, and attorneys’ fees incident to any work done in the performance of this Contract arising out of a willful or negligent act or omission of the Contractor, its officers, agents, or employees; provided, however, that the Contractor shall not be liable for any suits, actions, legal proceedings, claims, demands, damages, costs, expenses, and attorneys’ fees arising out of a willful or negligent act or omission of the District, its officers, agents, and employees, or third parties.
