· Goal 3 ~ Marple Newtown will develop and implement an Artificial Intelligence (AI) Literacy framework
· Goal 4 ~ Marple Newtown will align K-12 teaching and learning vertically and horizontally to build capacity, uniformity across the district and improve alignment to PA Common Core Standards
