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PreKindergarten  3 and 4 Application Guidelines

Today marks an important milestone in your child’s future.  PreKindergarten is a voluntary criteria based enrollment program which serves as an early intervention service for children who reside in Cecil County.  Cecil County Public Schools offers families the opportunity to enroll their child in one of our public school classrooms or in an approved private provider setting. Mount Aviat Academy and Trinity Preschool offer limited seats to serve families who prefer a private placement setting and meet income eligibility criteria. No bus transportation is provided to the private provider locations. Visit our CCPS enrollment web page for more information. 

All applications for enrollment into the Cecil County Public School system must be completed online.  
We are happy to assist you with your online application and answer any questions you may have. You may schedule an Enrollment Appointment with the school to receive assistance with the online application. It is recommended that you have all required documentation on hand before you begin the online application process or show up for an Enrollment Appointment.  

Information You Must Know:
* A child must reside in Cecil County to apply for PK3, PK4, and Kindergarten programs. Proof of Residence documentation is required and submitted with application.

*Age Eligibility Requirements
Your child must be 3 by 9/1/2025 to be enrolled in PK 3 programs.
Your child must be 4 by 9/1/2025 to be enrolled in PK 4 programs.
Your child must be 5 by 9/1/2025 to be enrolled in Kindergarten.
Proof of Age documentation is required and submitted with application.

*MD law requires that all families applying for PK3 and PK 4 programs must provide annual income information and supporting documentation to verify the reported income as part of the enrollment process. Required documentation information is listed on the backside of this page.  All required documentation must be submitted with application. An application is not processed without income verification information

Only one form of documentation is required to be submitted for income verification, age verification, and verification of residence. Documents are submitted electronically online as part of the online application process.

PK 3 Programs in our public school buildings are offered 4 days a week through morning and afternoon sessions.

The PK 3 program schedule is as follows:

Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday. 
Wednesday is reserved for community based programs including the child’s family/caretaker, children do not report to school on Wednesday’s. 

Morning sessions - 8:45am - 11:50am
Afternoon session - 12:50om - 3:45pm


Bus Information for PK3, PK4 and Kindergarten

School office personnel may not provide information regarding bus stop locations, bus number or bus pick up and drop off times.

Information pertaining to bus services is provided by the Transportation Department through US Mail or email. Information is released in late August.

Bus transportation is not provided to the Mt. Aviat Academy or Trinity Preschool private provider location. These placement options are self-transport responsibility. 
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
