About Title 1:  20 students were served this year counting as 26 Title spots as some were seen for reading and math.  64% of these students met their reading goal for the year and 70% met their math goal.   1 Title student moved out of the district.  2 Title students transitioned to Reading Corps and 1 to Math Corps after data showed sufficient gains.  1 eventually exited Reading Corps.
Title budget:	MLS Title I, II, and IV funds are pooled together into an award known as Transfer Title.  Our combined total, $87,918, was used to go toward salaries and benefits.  Our Title programs have not had carry over funds for several years, therefore no additional purchases have been made using Title funds.

All MLS elementary students were given the above benchmark tests for Title selection in the spring of 2025.   Students exhibiting the highest need are selected to be served by the Title 1 program.  Those students scoring as a #1 or #2 (most in need) will be served in Title 1 starting in the fall of 2025.  Other students showing a slighter need receive intervention through either Reading Corps, Math Corps, or the MTSS math and literacy pathways.  Teachers may also fill out a form if he/she feels we’ve missed any students in need of extra support.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Method of services:	Primarily pullout for Title, but push-ins during intervention times next year for MTSS fluency and comprehension groups.
Curriculum: 	Reading:  Wonders, ECRI, 95% Groups Phonics Lesson Library, 95% Comprehension, and SIPPS. 
Math:   Connecting Math Concepts, Big Ideas, and DROPS in the Bucket.
Teacher communication:   The Title teacher prints classroom weekly lesson plans where reading and math skills are listed; along with person-to-person visits as needs arise, scheduled data meetings, and teacher surveys collected in the spring.  Next year elementary teachers plan to use Chalk which will allow Title staff to view lesson plans aligned to standards through this new method of technology.
Parent communication:	     Communication with parents is conveyed through the Fall Parent Meeting, Title 1 Parent Group emails, individual emails/text messages as needed, spring parent survey, monthly newsletters, phone calls, and parent teacher conferences. Title 1 reports are sent home 3 time per year.
