The portfolio will be due early next school year. Onshape is free and accessible on any computer or smartphone.  There are tutorials built into the Onshape website and on Youtube.
Portfolios should include drawings, screen shots, and descriptions with credit given to source of design. There should be at least 3 objects that show a variety of techniques. “A” portfolios have complicated, cool, impressive objects that demonstrate a variety of skills. “C” portfolios have basic designs created using a limited range of techniques.
Portfolios will be turned in digitally.  The sample object below looks better on a screen in color.
