Jeff with Trace Creek Construction gave a brief update on the Cannonsburg and CTC projects. He stated the Cannonsburg project is 99% finished, they are just waiting on the school to be out so they can move and install the kitchen equipment that is being used in the building they are currently in. Once that is finished the school will be ready for them to move into for the beginning on the 25/26 school year.  The CTC project is coming along nicely. Mr. Williams stated the flooring is moving along nicely. Furniture will be installed next week. Stair treads will be going on in a few days. It should be finished and completed by the end of June. They will be around in July for touchups and finishing touches.

Ms. Newman stated they need to up the prices for daycare to break even for next year. Current prices are $25.00 and will go up to $30.00. Staff will need to be mandatory 5 day pay. Cannonsburg after school daycare will open back up once they are back in their building. Now those students are attending daycare at Ponderosa Elementary. This is only a $5.00 price increase but Ms. Newman stated this will hopefully help in the long run with their finances.
