Good morning, Wausau School District Parents/Guardians: 

	We sure hope you’ve had a wonderful weekend!

	As we near the midpoint of the school year, we want to share some information about the new Wisconsin law called ‘Act 20.’  Act 20 requires all schools in Wisconsin, including charter schools in the Wausau School District, to provide literacy screening measures and support to ensure student literacy success.  The law is written specifically for 4K-3rd grade students, but does impact students in 4th and 5th grades as well – if they would need to receive continued support to ensure growth on unfinished skills towards proficiency.

There are some different pieces to this law.  To help, we’ve created an Act 20 Roadmap, that takes you through each of the steps, below: 
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We want you to know if your child screens below the 25th percentile on the universal screeners that will be given each Fall, Winter, and Spring, that they will participate in additional diagnostic assessments that will drill a little deeper to ensure we provide the right support.  That data, along with other information, will be used to create a Personal Support Plan for them. If your child(ren) does need a personal support plan, you will be notified and be a part of that process including providing a parent signature, which is required by law.  We want you to know that all of us, including your child(ren)’s teachers and principals, are there to offer support and they will be a great resource for you.  In addition, that additional support provided may involve continued instruction right in the classroom, or in a small group setting at school that your child’s teacher provides.  We will be providing much more detailed information to you in January, when the Winter Screening will occur for your child’s school, and our Wausau School District students work through this process for the first time, along with all 4K - 3rd grade students in the state of Wisconsin.    

We are working to build out a webpage on our Wausau School District website that will house this information around Act 20, as well as more in-depth explanations, about the screeners and those Personal Support Plans.
