



	As you learned through the District’s recent communication regarding Act 20, Wisconsin passed a reading law that took effect in the winter of 2024/25. The state outlines a plan to ensure that all students are making progress toward grade-level reading standards. 
In the Wausau School District, part of our goal is to ensure that our students receive the best instruction under the Act 20 Guidelines.  Due to this state mandate, we are using aimswebPlus. aimswebPlus provides data that helps us adjust the level and intensity of instruction to the needs of each student and supports Act 20.  Students in the Wausau School District are tested in the fall, winter, and spring.  

AimswebPlus:
· Universal Screening, to identify students likely to struggle so that these students can receive extra instruction in a timely manner
AimswebPlus OR Fastbridge:
· Progress Monitoring, to track the progress of students receiving extra instruction and ensure they are on schedule to meet their year-end reading goals.
