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Students Who Test Positive for COVID (CDPH)
Symptomatic
When they return to school:
Should wear a mask around others for 5 days. Day 0 is symptom onset or positive test.
Stay home until:
· No fever for 24 hours without use of fever-reducing medicine
and
· Other COVID symptoms are mild and improving
May come to school
If symptoms develop, test and follow guidance for symptomatic student
Stay home until:
· No fever for 24 hours without use of fever-reducing medicine
and
· Other COVID symptoms are mild and improving
Symptomatic
When they return to work:
Must wear a mask around others for 10 days. Day 0 is symptom onset or positive test date. May not test out of wearing mask for 10 days.
Asymptomatic
May come to work
If symptoms develop, test and follow guidance for symptomatic staff
May test, but not required or recommended
Test for COVID
If positive, follow guidance above for students or staff
If symptomatic or at risk for severe COVID
If not symptomatic or at risk for severe COVID
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Staff Who Test Positive for COVID (CalOSHA)














Note: Anyone with COVID-19 should avoid contact with people at higher-risk for severe COVID-19 for 10 days.
