*Tardies / Truancy- Please be aware all tardies must be cleared within 3 days. If tardy 30 minutes a parent must call the attendance line before the student is sent to class. Excessive tardies will have discipline assigned. Please refer to the handbook for all policies of the Attendance department.  Truancies are 
unexcused class periods and / or out of class for 30 minutes or more and discipline will be assigned.
 
*Bathroom passes & the 15-minute rule - Students signing out on a bathroom pass, check out on our 5– Star 
app in their teacher's classroom. We highly discourage any bathroom passes the first 15 minutes and the last 15
 minutes of class to minimize classroom disturbance and to allow our custodial team to clean up throughout the day. We also follow a 7-minute bathroom pass rule; however, we do realize at times it could be longer.
 
*The “No Go List” - Please refer to handbook. In summary, if a student has any disciplines on their account they will be placed on the “No go list” and will not be able to participate in dances etc. Seniors will not be 
permitted to participate in any Senior activities until all disciplines are cleared.
