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[bookmark: _rd9eqmd00viv]What is the difference between a “sandbox” and “live” course? 
· Sandbox: A Canvas sandbox is a course shell that students cannot access. Sandboxes are a place where a teacher can play.  They can be used to build content in a space that can be reset or changed without the worry of students seeing any in-progress content. Sandboxes will not be deleted unless requested by the instructor. Sandboxes can remain active as long as the instructor wants to save that content.One sandbox course is created for each teacher.  Should a second sandbox be needed, please click on this link to review IISD requirements and request a course.  Request a Course Guidelines  

· Live Course: Live courses are the courses that are tied to eSchool.  They are tied to a specific semester/year and are the courses that students can access. Live courses automatically come into Canvas before the first day of class and the instructor can choose whether or not to make that course visible to students or not by "publishing" that course. Live courses will only stay in Canvas for one year. If an instructor wants to keep the content from a live course for more than a year, they have several options.  One option is to copy the content to the sandbox course.  See How to Copy Canvas Content.
[bookmark: _bctwjjxem8wu]How can I tell the difference between a sandbox and a live course? 
· There are a few different ways to tell the difference between a sandbox and a live course. The main difference will be the course card on the Canvas dashboard. By default, live courses will come into Canvas with the name that they have in eSchool and they will have a semester listed underneath the course code. Sandboxes will not have a semester listed and will have "SANDBOX" in both the course title and course code.
[bookmark: _sjww5iwdywe4]How do I change my sandbox into a live course? 
· Sandboxes and live courses are two separate types of courses. A sandbox should NOT be changed into a live course, however, the content from a sandbox can be copied into a live course. To copy content from your sandbox into a live course, follow these instructions: How to Copy Canvas Content
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
