Dear SCA Community;

It has come to our attention that the Core Knowledge Foundation, which is the provider of our Core Knowledge curriculum has expressed its support for the implementation of minimum standards through the Common Core. This is concerning to the Swallows Charter Board of Directors and Administration. The Swallows Board passed a resolution opposing the Common Core standards. A copy of the resolution is included with this letter.

Fortunately, we have not seen any changes in the high quality Core Knowledge curriculum that our school has been using for the past 18 years. The political position of the Core Knowledge team is separate from the quality of their educational approach and the Core Knowledge curriculum far exceeds the minimum requirements of the Common Core and is still in alignment with our school’s vision and mission. The Swallows Board has not changed its position on the Common Core, but has decided to continue to use the Core Knowledge curriculum for the time being because the quality has not changed. 

Virtually every Core Knowledge school in Colorado has joined Swallows in opposition to the federal imposition, but as far as we are aware no one is changing their curriculum at this time. If there is a change in quality or philosophy to the Core Knowledge curriculum in the future, we will need to have a serious discussion with our school community about what alternatives we can use to continue to provide our students with a high quality education. Until then, please trust that our curriculum is the same high quality curriculum we have been using for years.
