TEAM INFORMATION 
 
Our team is open to 3rd-12th graders. Junior (3rd-5th), Intermediate (6th-8th), Senior 1 (9th and 10th), Senior 2 (11th and 12th)

At this time we are not accepting students who have never shot a gun before. We can help you seek out lessons if you would like to start from scratch. We are looking for kids who have shot guns either at ranges, farms, hunting, or sporting clay events….they need to be comfortable with shooting a gun prior to being on the team.
  
We are requiring all members of the shooting team to have the following:
 
1. We STRONGLY encourage the completion of the Texas Hunter’s Safety Course
2. Current 4-H Membership with LSA Pioneer 4-H via 4-H Online – New membership opens August 1
3. Gun Safety Orientation with LSA 4-H Shooting Coach prior to participating in your first practice (parent or guardian must be present for this session)
4. Shotgun and shells
5. Ears and eye protection
6. Shooting Jersey purchased through LSA –Contact Valerie Boessling at 281-414-4895 to place your order. You can also order an optional vest for $150. We have also done shooting jackets through Tiffany Koza at 713-875-1359
7. An Iclays account to register for shoots. You will register as a individual. You can shoot in as many or as few shoots as you wish!
8. Pay the athletic fee of $125 to LSA for the shooting team as well as $25 for LSA Pioneer 4-H. This fee will be billed in the Fall and cover the entire school year. What does your $150 pay for? It helps cover the cost of our membership at Greater Houston Sporting Club and 4-H Project Pins.

Greater Houston requires all shooters under the age of 16 attend with a parent or guardian. 

Each practice will have additional costs. Practice cost breakdown:
1. Shotgun shells (you bring your own)
2. Golf cart rental $30 or $15 if you share
3. Sporting clays – You will purchase clays and the credits will be loaded on a key card (think Main Event) You swipe your card at each stand. You can plan on spending about $30 on clays per a normal practice. 
 
Practices will be announced through Parent Square. Please join the 4-H Group and the Shooting Team group.. You cannot practice at Greater Houston without a 4-H Shooting Coach. You are welcome to get your own family membership to allow you more freedom to create your own practice schedule. You can also become a certified 4-H Shotgun Shooting coach and add more practices for our team.

4. Complete a 4-H Project in Shooting Sports (see the 4-H
