1. Member of LSA Pioneer 4-H Club
2. Attend a minimum of 5 meetings
3. Compete at District Contest (qualifying or invitational)
4. Complete a 4-H Project


What could a 4-H project look like in the life of an LSA High School Student?

Performance Arts Project Possibilities:
1) 6 Learning Experiences: Attend Plays, Attend Practices for plays, Choir class, youtube videos…
2) Community Service: Volunteer to help with Lower School’s Drama Club, Volunteer to help with Lower School’s Drama productions, volunteer with a community theatre, volunteer with HS theatre for set load in day OR participate in the LSA Pioneer 4-H Community Service Project.
3) Leadership: Teach on a topic in Lower School’s Drama Club, present at a 4-H Meeting about the Performing Arts Project. Teach the 4-H a dance or song. Represent LSA 4-H at a showcase, back to school night, check in day!
4) Exhibition: Competed in the 4-H Talent Show at County Contest. Perform in a High School Play. Perform in the High School Musical. Perform in a Choir contest.
