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OAR 581-21-071 requires that school districts notify parents and students of the availability of 
appropriate and accessible alternative programs. This notification shall be provided in the 
following situations: 


· A second or any subsequent occurrence of a severe disciplinary problem within a three-year period;  
· When the district finds a student’s attendance pattern to be so erratic that the student is not benefitting from the educational program;
· When the district is considering expulsion as a disciplinary alternative;   
· When a student is expelled pursuant to subsection (3) of ORS 339.25 and
· When an emancipated minor, parent, or legal guardian applies for a student’s exemption from compulsory attendance on a semiannual basis as provided in ORE 339.030({5). 

In order to assist you in helping your child make informed decisions about his/her future, the following list of educational programs that may be applicable to your child has been compiled. 

1.	The student may request enrollment in another school district on a non-tuition basis through an “Inter-district Agreement” between the superintendents of the two districts. Contact the Superintendent of Dallas Public Schools, 111 SW Ash Street, Dallas, Oregon 97338, 503-623-5594. 

2.	The student may request enrollment into Morrison Campus Alternative Program (MCAP). MCAP serves high school students, with a priority on 11th and 12th grade students who are credit deficient and benefit from small classes, few transitions and individualized programs. MCAP is located at 1251 Main Street, Dallas, Oregon 97338, 503-623-8480.

The student may request enrollment into Dragon Academy.  Dragon Academy allows high school students to work at their own pace, in-person or virtually, through courses in an alternative setting.  Dragon Academy courses align with the Dallas High School (DHS) Course Catalog, and students maintain access to all services offered at DHS, including comprehensive school counseling and elective courses.  Dragon Academy is located at Dallas High School, 1250 SE Holman Avenue, Dallas, Oregon 97338, 503-623-8336.

4.	The student may request online virtual instruction for credit recovery. Such requests should be provided in writing with reasons stated, to instruction may enable the student to earn credits that are transferable to the high school. 

5.	Individual tutoring services may be available for medical circumstances. The request for tutoring must include the physician’s statement with the expected duration of the condition specified. Contact Whole Child Administrator 503-623-8480.
 
6.	The student may request enrollment in a high school completion program through Chemeketa Community College (Chemeketa). Chemeketa offers Adult Basic Education (ABE) and General Educational Development (GED) preparation classes to anyone who does not have a high school! diploma or needs to review basic skills, and is at least 18 years old. If you are 16 or 17 please contact Chemeketa High School Programs at 503- 399-5293. More information on these programs are available at http://www.chemeketa.edu/programs 

7.	The student may request to pursue home schooling. Willamette Education Service District (WESD) is responsible for registering students for the 21 school districts throughout Marion, Polk, and Yamhill Counties whose parents or guardians intend to educate their children at home. 8.	The Oregon National Guard Youth Challenge Program is an accredited residential school! where students live on site for 5 months while attending the military model school. The school is a non-traditional model that operates similar to a military academy. Students are eligible to earn a high school diploma, GED or credit recovery of 8 certified credits if they complete the required class work. For additional information: http://www.oycp.com 

9.	The student may request entry into the Job Corps. Job Corps is a free education and training program that helps young people learn a career, earn a high school diploma or GED, and find and keep a good job. For eligible young people at least 16 years of age that qualify as low income, Job Corps provides the all-around skills needed to succeed in a career and in life. Contact Job Corps at 842 Commercial Street SE, Salem, Oregon 97302 or 503-371-3879 or 800-733-5627 where an operator will provide general information about Job Corps, refer you to the admissions counselor closest to where you live, and mail you an information packet.
