o   Monitor high school credits; be sure to meet all
local and state requirements.
o   Take dual credit or AP courses if possible, to
earn college credit while still in high school.
o   Consider CTE courses related to your career
interests.
o    Keep a list of awards, honors, and
extracurricular activities for scholarship and
college applications.
o    Research colleges or universities you are
interested in attending.
o    Check admission and application requirements
and timelines.
o   Consider taking SAT/ACT preparation classes. 
o   Explore interests, take advantage of career
exploration opportunities, and attend site visits
during college open house days.
o    Attend college nights hosted by your high
school.
o   Talk with college representatives about
academic programs and financial aid available.
o   Take the preliminary SAT (PSAT)/National Merit
Scholarship Qualifying Test in your sophomore
year for practice. In your junior year, take
the PSAT for eligibility for the National Merit
Scholarship Competition. Students who take the
PSAT or ACT ASPIRE® tend to score higher on the
SAT or ACT than those who do not.
