· Best Practices for Password Management:

· Practice Memorization: Help your child memorize their password. Avoid writing it down on a sticky note attached to the computer. A secure place, like a family password manager app or a locked notebook, is a much safer option.
· Reinforce the "Secret" Rule: Regularly remind your child that their password is for their eyes only. Explain that teachers will never ask for their password, and they should immediately tell you or a teacher if someone asks for it.
· Discuss Online Safety: Use this as a teaching moment to discuss broader topics of online safety and privacy. This helps children understand the importance of protecting their digital identity from an early age.
