	About the Class

	  In this course, you will expand upon your knowledge and skills of drawing techniques  to design and create your own personal works of art.  Visual Arts 1 is a prerequisite course for this class. Effort and willingness to learn are key factors for success. 
 In this course we will be focusing on different techniques and mediums used to make drawings and the variety of  art that can be created using them.   We will explore the ways that well-known artists have used this medium, and critique well-known works, our own compositions, and those of our peers.  The classroom lessons will be grounded in the Visual Arts Standards adopted by the state of Tennessee. Each student is expected to demonstrate respectfulness and maturity during discussions, be responsible for their own work/supplies/workspace, and show individual growth in both knowledge and skill throughout the course.   It is also expected that each student is mindful that this is a level 2 course and the individual effort and creative products should reflect this advanced level.  
At the conclusion of the course, we will host a student art show at CHS for parents and the community to enjoy (Date and time TBA)

	Each student’s grade is based on individual effort, completion of projects, and growth as an artist.   The following items will be considered during scoring of projects.
· Effort- striving for your personal best, dedicating appropriate time to your project, willingness to improve
· Craftsmanship- you have taken your time and done a careful job
· Creativity/Originality- you have developed your own idea and not copied someone else's
· Following instructions- you have met the criteria outlined for each assignment. 
· Mastery of the style or skill- You can demonstrate understanding of the skill/style in your project.
Your total grade will be calculated using a weighted average in the following way:
· 50% Projects
· 20% Practice
· 15% Assessment
· 15% Participation
*Homework is not a component of this class.
Students will only bring work home IF they are unable to finish during class time. 
*Extra Credit is not a regular component of this class.  Extra credit is at the discretion of the teacher and will be shared with the class if there is a determined need as a whole.
