
U.S. History Syllabus
Mr. Jeff Haynes
· At the beginning of class, put your phone in the cell phone holder, take a seat, and wait for further instruction.  You are not allowed to have your cell phone out during class at any time.  If you do not put your phone in the cell phone holder and I see it during class, your phone will be turned in to the office.
· Take care of all restroom breaks, etc., before class.  Students may not sign out during the first 10 minutes and the last 10 minutes of a class.  
· This course will cover the history of the United States from Reconstruction to the present day (1865- present day) in accordance with the Tennessee state standards. (https://www.tn.gov/education/instruction/academic-standards.html*)
· The textbook for the course is McGraw-Hill United States History & Geography Post-Reconstruction to the present.
· The method of teaching in this class will be lecture, question and answer, and discussion. 
· Students will be required to read several primary documents, and various assignments will be given with the documents.
· Quizzes will be given throughout the chapters. Students will be tested in every unit.
· Grades for this course will be determined by averaging tests and quizzes, notebooks, study guides, daily work, and attendance.  Tests and quizzes will count for 40% of the student’s grade, notebook 15%, study guide 20%, daily work 15%, and attendance 10%.   Daily grades may consist of, but are not limited to, primary source documents, writing assignments, worksheets, research projects, and any other assignment required by the teacher.  Students who are caught cheating will receive a zero grade for that assignment.
· Attendance in class is very important.   Makeup work will be done on a time-for-time basis.  (John misses one day of school, John gets one day to make up his assignment.) It is the student’s responsibility to ask for any makeup work on the first day they return from an excused absence; unexcused absences will receive a zero grade.  10 points will be deducted from the highest possible score for each day an assignment is late until it becomes a zero.  5 points will be deducted from the 9-week attendance grade for each unexcused absence and tardy, including checking out early.   Class Materials: paper, pencil, Chromebook.
· Students will be expected to follow all rules in the student handbook.

· Chromebooks will be used in class to take quizzes and tests.  Students will be informed the day before the quiz or test.
· There will be clips from movies shown in class.  Far and Away,  Elvis, The Pianist, The Lost Battalion, Seabiscuit, Cinderella Man, Hacksaw Ridge, Valkyre, , Pearl Harbor, Midway, 3889Operation FINALE, Forest Gump, Rough Riders,  Patriot, Last of the Mohicans, , 42, Selma, Bridge of Spies, Unbroken, Greyhound, Remember the Titans,  and the opening scene of Saving Private Ryan.
· There will be an End of Course test (EOC) for U.S. History at the end of the semester. This test will count for 15% of the student’s grade.  
· There will also be an end-of-semester exam during the last week of each semester.  The final exam will count for 10% of the student’s grade.  Students should attend school until the very last day.  If a student misses the final exam, it will affect their final grade.  Students must take the final exam on the scheduled date unless approved by the administration or for medical reasons.
· Food and drink will be permitted, but if the students do not clean up after themselves, they will lose that privilege.
· Parents can see their child’s grades and attendance online.  The program that allows you to see your child’s grades and attendance is called Aspen.  You can see if they have any missing assignments, how they are doing in class, and take care of a problem before it’s too late.  Call the office (423-626-3532) for information on how to do this.  I highly recommend that you do this!!
