Roanoke Valley Early College Program Description 
 
Roanoke Valley Early College Program is a member of North Carolina’s Cooperative Innovative High School network. It is located on the campus of Halifax Community College.  Our instructional program is driven by a commitment to academic rigor, life relevance, and personal relationships. RVEC not only provides the challenge of honors courses, but also a high level of academic support to help all scholars succeed. Our scholars have the choice to complete the program in 4 years (Grade 12) or 5 years (Grade 13). 
 
Unlike traditional or comprehensive high schools, all Roanoke Valley Early College scholars operate on an individual schedule according to their needs, abilities, and interests. Scholars gain increasing flexibility in creating their daily schedule as they matriculate through our program.  Scholars select a combination of high school courses and classes from the Halifax Community College schedule in an effort to earn both a high school diploma and an Associate’s Degree simultaneously. 
 
Scholars 
Roanoke Valley Early College seeks to represent the racial, socioeconomic, and geographic diversity of Weldon City Schools District.  This includes scholars who do well academically, but are searching for a different learning experience. Roanoke Valley Early College offers scholars the opportunity to get a fresh start in a new environment while offering an opportunity to earn an Associate’s Degree.
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Roanoke Valley Early College is open to scholars who live in the Weldon City Schools district.  If you live outside of Weldon City Schools, please contact our school office or Weldon City Schools Central office before applying.
 
Halifax County Community College is an adult campus that offers its students an atmosphere of independence that focuses primarily on learning on a college level.  Every Roanoke Valley Early College scholar must be willing to make a new commitment to academic success and must also be willing to accept the great responsibility that comes with the independence of the learning environment of a college campus. 
 
Curriculum 
Roanoke Valley Early College scholars are expected to complete all courses required for graduation by the state of North Carolina and the Weldon City Schools Board of Education. Scholars are also able to earn dual-enrollment credits toward high school graduation by taking courses offered by Halifax Community College. These courses allow Roanoke Valley Early College scholars to earn credits that not only count toward high school graduation requirements, but also toward college or technical degrees. Scholars are expected to set education and career goals by developing individual courses of study that allow them to graduate from high school with a head start on a college degree or modern workplace training and skills.

Frequently Asked Questions 
 
 
When scholars graduate from Roanoke Valley Early College High School, will they receive a regular high school diploma? 
Scholars will be able to earn the same high school diploma they would earn in a 
traditional high school provided they earn the required course credit.  All scholars will earn a Future-Ready Core Diploma.  Roanoke Valley Early College does not offer occupational or career path diplomas.  
 
Will Roanoke Valley Early College scholars be able to participate in sports and other extracurricular activities at another high school? 
Yes. Roanoke Valley Early College scholars are allowed to participate in all high school sports teams at Weldon STEM High School and Career Academies. They are also eligible to participate in extracurricular activities at HCC. During the 2024-2025 school year, we will offer a selected group of clubs based on the interest of our scholars, such as BETA, FBLA, and DECA clubs.  
 
What types of scholars are enrolled in Roanoke Valley Early College High School? 
Part of our mission is to ensure all scholars are prepared for the rigors of the college campus and beyond.  As such, we offer the support that scholars need to develop their potential and create new opportunities for themselves.  We also recognize that there are many scholars who do well academically, but are searching for a different learning experience.  If these scholars are looking for a mature environment that offers scholars a variety of choices, they may wish to apply to Roanoke Valley Early College.  Our mission specifically focuses on first-generation college students, which may comprise more than 70% of our student body. 
 
Will Roanoke Valley Early College scholars have to pay for college tuition and textbooks when they register for classes offered by Halifax Community College? 
No.  Early College scholars will not have to pay community college tuition or purchase textbooks. Weldon City Schools District will pay for student textbooks.
 
Is transportation provided? 
Yes.  Bus transportation will be provided for students who reside in the Weldon City Schools District. On occasion, parents/guardians must arrange transportation to HCC on days when Weldon City Schools is not in session. 
 
Will Roanoke Valley Early College serve meals? 
Yes. Weldon City Schools offers breakfast and full hot lunches for our scholars at Roanoke Valley Early College High School.  These meals are available at no cost to scholars, regardless of income levels.   
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
