· Course Identification- Medical Therapeutics is a Health Science Education class in the Career and Technical Ed department offered for students in grades 10-12th  at CHS. 
· Course Description- This course provides knowledge and skills to maintain or change the health status of an individual over time.  This could include careers such as dental, dietetics, medical assistance, home health, nursing, pharmacy, respiratory, social work, nutritionist, Physician, Psychiatrist, Psychologist, Veterinarian, Gerontology Service Provider, Medical Practice owner, Attorney for health care, and others.
· Textbook- A classroom set of textbooks will be used and left in the classroom, they are not specific in their entirety to this subject by have various chapters we will use, as most of the assignments and information will be found on various internet sites and/or presented via PowerPoint/handouts.  Special assignments may be given for homework, extra credit, or daily work, but with ample time for completion with access to sources needed. An in-classroom IPad Lab and/or laptop computer lab will also be utilized often to do assignments and research, we will also utilize the school’s computer lab. 
· Objectives- Upon completion of this course, a proficient student will be able to identify in therapeutics services; assess, monitor, evaluate, and report patient/client health status; and identify the purpose and components of treatments. 
· Goals- Students will learn how to:
     	Follow safety procedures 100% of the time
Understand and perform quality work that is conducive to promoting health and healing. 
Demonstrate an understanding of quality therapeutic healthcare and appropriate ethical 
behavior for healthcare.  
Demonstrate knowledge of Medical Therapeutics standards with a minimum of 70% 
Develop skills needed to be a competent & productive member of a therapeutic healthcare
team. 
· Grading policy- Students will receive daily grades for class work, grades on tests and quizzes, and special projects. Students will be given a participation grade each 9 weeks that will count as 20% of their grade, remember in order to participate you MUST be present.  Unexcused absences will affect their participation grade significantly. Make up work will be granted upon THE STUDENTS REQUEST FOR IT within the amount of time they were absent (example-if a student misses two days, they must request missed work within two days and return it). I will NOT search student out to do missed work. It is their responsibility to ask.

· Instructional Philosophy:  The Therapeutic Philosophy is to provide an environment for developing proper skills, knowledge, safety habits, and work ethics that explores the treatment of disease and the art and science of healing. Students will be expected to meet all of the course goals and to demonstrate their understanding of the underlying concepts. The instruction will be lecture, videos, computers, demonstration, question and answer, laboratory, guest speakers and hands on application. The course requires students to use academic skills, such as Mathematics, Science, and Language Arts. Students will be expected to take part in discussions, work in groups, work individually, and complete homework assignments and complete assignments on time.
Assessment Procedures:  Student assessment will be based on attendance and participation in class, daily work, performance tests when applicable, and course projects. If necessary, students will be provided remediation for course standards. Students will complete all course requirements at a minimum of  70 % accuracy to pass the course on a state level and school level.

CLASSROOM RULES

1. You are NOT to enter the Ambulance Simulator under any circumstances unless you have been instructed to do so. It does have 4 recording cameras in it.
2. Do NOT sit on the tables; do not rearrange the tables unless you have been instructed to do so. You must remain seated at your table UNTIL THE DISMISSAL BELL RINGS!!! No standing at the door. 
3. ********There can be no more than THREE students per table.********** 
4. Throw ALL gum in the trash- do NOT stick it under the tables or chairs. Make sure any evidence of any kind of snacks or drinks is thrown in trash. The first time evidence is left behind, the entire class will NOT be allowed to have snacks or drinks in the classroom for the remainder of the semester. You can not leave class to buy snacks/drinks, you will be written a discipline referral if you do. Do NOT lie and ask to use the restroom then come back with snacks. You may obtain snacks prior to class, but not during. 
5. If you MUST use the restroom, make sure you create a hall pass in Smartpass on the ipad provided. It is your responsibility to create/end the hall pass. ONLY ONE PERSON CAN BE OUT OF THE ROOM AT A TIME under any circumstances.  You can NOT leave the room for any reason for the first 10 minutes of class. YOU MUST USE THE BATHROOMS IN THE HISTORY AND FOREIGN LANGUAGE POD, NOT AT THE GYM OR THE MATH AND SCIENCE POD.  
6. Do NOT write on tables or in books. This offense is punishable under the destruction of school property rule. 
7. Maintain a respectful attitude. Always respect your peers and teachers. Remember, “If you can’t say anything nice, then don’t say anything at all.”   I will always treat you with respect and demand that your peers treat you with respect, but ask the same of you. 
8. Keep your cell phone turned off and OUT OF SIGHT. Cell phones can only be used between classes and lunch. Do not take it to the bathroom with you. See Cell phone policy for consequences in your school handbook. 
9. Do not mishandle any equipment or supplies. You will have to pay for anything that is broken or torn up due to your mishandling. 
10. The classroom door has to be shut and locked at ALL times. 
11. FIRE DRILL, LOCK DOWN, and TORNADO DRILL Map of instructions on bulletin board for quick reference. 
a. -In the event of a FIRE DRILL or actual fire-students will quickly and quietly exit the room through the side door and walk to the far parking lot, past the green house. Remember, if there is an actual fire, fire trucks will be coming 
around the building, so it is important that students cross the parking lot quickly. Once there, students will stand as a class, where I will take roll to account for each of you. 
b. -In the event of a “LOCK DOWN” (emergency)-students will cover the small glass on the hallway door, shut the lights out and proceed to the storage room located at the rear of the room. While the storage room is small, in the event of an actual emergency-WE WILL FIT. This is the safest place in the room and the least noticeable area. 
c.- In the event of a TORNADO DRILL or actual WEATHER ALERT-students will exit this room and report to room 411. Once again, students will remain together as a class and I will be with you to take roll and account for each of you. 
The maps and instructions will be posted on the bulletin board at all times for quick reference and/or in the event I have a substitute should one of these occur. 
12. Do NOT ever exit out the side door unless the fire alarm has been activated. 
13. There is NEVER any entrance through the side door, this includes but is not  limited to: fellow peers, teachers, visitors, etc. Anyone entering the building   MUST go through the front office. 
14. Do NOT throw things!!!
15. Always behave for a sub or guest speaker. 
16. Field trips are a privilege, your classroom behavior and attitude will determine if you are eligible to go. 
17. If you are tardy, for any reason, you must SIGN IN AT THE DOOR AS YOU COME IN-MAKE SURE YOU DATE YOUR TARDY AND TIME IT on the log AT THE DOOR AS YOU COME IN!!
