General Guidelines for Educational Scholarship Selection


Educational scholarship grants will be determined by the Foundation’s Advisory Committee. Eligible candidates must submit a scholarship application. Completed Applications will be reviewed and finalists will be identified by the Advisory Committee.
The scholarship program will be publicized through Elizabeth Forward High School and through colleges located near the Buena Vista community. Such colleges include but are not necessarily limited to Westmoreland County Community College and The Pennsylvania State University, Greater Allegheny Campus. Annual announcement materials will be prepared. 
While significant effort will be made to locate educational scholarship recipients, it is possible that in some years all available distributable net income will not be able to be awarded. Any distributable income remaining after all scholarship, community organization grants, and expenses incidental to the maintenance and operation of the Foundation are paid shall be reinvested with other assets of the Foundation.
 Selection Process
Completed scholarship applications will be reviewed and finalists will be selected based on the following criteria:
· Good academic performance 
· Involvement in extra-curricular activities 
· Satisfactory work and citizenship history 
· Essay content and quality 
· An interview with a representative of the Advisory Committee may be required 
· SAT scores or other similar test results may be required
· Written recommendations of teachers and counselors
There will be no restrictions or limitation in the selection procedures based upon race, color, creed, religion, gender, disability, veteran status, sexual preference, or national origin of a potential grantee. Grants will be made on an objective and nondiscriminatory basis consistent with the Foundation’s exempt purposes. The recipient will not be restricted in his or her course of study. 
Terms and Conditions of Scholarship Grants
The Foundation shall pay each scholarship directly to the educational institution in which the grantee is enrolled to defray the recipient’s costs at such institution. Grants under the Foundation’s scholarship program may be utilized for full time study at accredited educational institutions described in section 170(b) (i) (A) (ii).

Supervision Procedures
To maintain eligibility, scholarship winners must carry a grade point average of 2.7 or better during the initial year of the grant. If grants are renewed for a second or for subsequent years, then a cumulative average of 2.9 or better must be maintained. 
Persons to whom grants are made are required to show that funds distributed were used to pursue their stated course of study and must present to the Foundation a certified copy of their transcript showing the courses taken by the grantee and the grades received for each academic period in which a grant was made. In the case of grantees whose study at an educational institution does not involve the taking of courses but only the preparation of research papers or projects, the Foundation shall require the grantee to submit a brief report on the progress of the paper or project at least once a year. Such a report must be approved by the faculty member supervising the grantee or by another appropriate official at the educational institution. The Foundation shall also require a final report upon completion of a grantee’s study at an educational institution.
Investigation of Jeopardized Grants
The Foundation shall make a thorough investigation of any reports or other information submitted to it, including the failure to submit any required report or other documentation, indicates that all or any part of a grant is not being used in furtherance of the purposes of such grant. While conducting its investigation, the Foundation shall withhold further payments under the grant.
In cases where the Foundation determines that any part of a grant has been used for improper purposes i.e., any use not in furtherance of a purpose specified in the grant, the Foundation shall take, at a minimum, the following action: 
1. The Foundation shall take all reasonable and appropriate steps, including legal action where appropriate, either to recover the grant funds or to ensure the restoration of the diverted funds and the appropriate dedication of other grant funds for the benefit of the grantee to the purposes being financed by the grant, and
2. The Foundation shall withhold any further payments for the benefit of the grantee after the Foundation becomes aware that a diversion may have taken place until it has (a) received the grantee’s assurances in writing that future diversions will not occur and (b) required the grantee to take extraordinary precautions to prevent further diversions from occurring.
The Foundation shall retain records pertaining to all grants to individuals, including but not necessarily limited to the following.
1. All information the Foundation secures to evaluate the qualifications and proposals of potential grantees;
2. Identification of grantees (including any relationship of any grantee to the Foundation sufficient to make such grantee a disqualified person of the private foundation within the meaning of section 4946(a) (1));
3. Specification of the amount and purpose of each grant; and
4. Any follow-up information obtained by the Foundation in complying with its duty to investigate with respect to jeopardized grants under Treas. Reg. § 53.4945(c) (2), (3), and (4).
