You will need the following documents to fill out the                                     FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) 

You/Student:

· Your Social Security Number (you will need to input your name exactly as it appears on your SSN card).
· Your driver’s license (if any)
· Your 2024 W-2 forms (if you have it) 
· Your 2024 Federal Income Tax Return (if you filed)
· IRS 1040, 1040A or 1040EZ
· You can use the IRS Data Retrieval Tool to transfer tax information into your FAFSA (link is on financial tab of FAFSA).

Parent/Guardian:

· Social Security number (you will need to input your name exactly as it appears on card)
· Birthdate
· Marriage/Divorce date (month/year)
· Parents’ 2024 W-2 and other records of money earned (if you have it)
· Parents’ 2024 Federal Income Tax Return 
· IRS 1040, 1040A or 1040EZ
· Amount in checking, savings, cash
· Current business investments, rental income, farm records
· Amount paid to pensions/retirement
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Amount paid to child support and/or amount received for 2024
· You can use the IRS Data Retrieval Tool to transfer tax information into your student’s FAFSA (link is on financial tab of FAFSA).

You will need to create a FSA ID (username and password) to electronically sign your FAFSA. Go to https://fsaid.ed.gov to create an ID for the student and parent. Separate IDs must be created using separate email addresses-do not use your school email. 
FAFSA online will guide you through the questions that you must answer, and you can save your application and return to it later if you don’t have the information you need.  Just remember your ID=username and password!  
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
