7.1. Monthly Budget Update Tiffany Brooks, District Finance Director   
Tiffany Brooks Finance Director stated Good news, we started the year with about $450,000 more than what Larry budgeted for coming in at $1,456,872.53.  We will definitely take it with some of our costs being more than expected.  That is why you are seeing 145% out from beginning balance.  We didn't have much in the way of revenue for July which is typical.   We don't start receiving any significant revenue until November when tax money starts coming in.  July is a heavy hitter for expenses though with all the renewals for the year.  We paid out $1,243,003.78 total with our largest coming from District Admin at almost 17% of the budget in that category for the year.  With revenue slow until November, we may have to slow people down on expenditures so we don't have to borrow money this year.
