🍁 Parent Tips & Tricks for Fall Learning Success
1. Read Together Every Day
Even 10–15 minutes of reading each night helps build fluency and vocabulary. Ask your child questions about the story to boost comprehension.
2. Make Math Part of Daily Life
Practice counting change, measuring ingredients while baking, or estimating time during family routines.
3. Create a Homework Spot
A quiet, consistent place for homework helps children focus and build good habits.
4. Celebrate Small Wins
Notice and praise effort, not just results. Growth mindset messages (“You worked hard on that!”) go a long way.
5. Keep a Routine
Consistent bedtime and study times help children feel secure and ready to learn each day.

🎃 Fun Fall Family Activity:
Fall Reading & Math Scavenger Hunt
Turn an ordinary walk or evening at home into a learning adventure!
✔ Find 5 things that start with the same letter as your child’s name.
✔ Count how many orange items you see outside.
✔ Collect 10 leaves and sort them by size (small, medium, large).
✔ Spot words on signs or labels and read them together.
✔ Write down 3 “fall words” (like pumpkin, leaf, apple) and practice spelling them.
