· Smooth start to the new school year.  Teachers are working hard to refine ELA instruction using the Wit and Wisdom program.  They will be implementing a new Science program this year.

We are trying a new idea to recognize and reward students in each class for being the one which involves filling a fish bowl with pebbles earned for meeting expectations. REPORTS OF COMMITTEES:
Recurring Committees:
Room Parents (Erin Brossman): The list of Room Parent volunteers is currently being organized by the Volunteer Coordinator. When I receive the list of interested parents, I will meet with Mrs. Pearson and together we will select Room Parents for the building. I hope to have initial communication out to Room Parents within the next week or two. Christine Hughes explained the roll of a room parent.  

Volunteer Coordinator (Erin Gosik & FPA Board): Volunteer list is not completed. So far 142 volunteers are on the list. There are still a few forms coming in. There were only 100 parents on our list at Back to School night.

Sunshine Committee (Alixe Hemerly): An official SignUp Genius is ready. I included a link for daily holidays for some inspiration, but will plan to provide some guidance too. Only March has been claimed, hoping to do another email blast / FB post. Question came up from a new parent about what she needs to do when she signs up. Sculpture Garden (Crystal Shields): Bricks for the garden around the Falcon statue can be ordered online or their are forms in the office. Costs for the bricks are between $40 and $50, it depends on the amount of lines you order.

Indoor Recess Bags (Alixe Hemerly): Bags were created during COVID when individual student items were needed. These were eliminated from the FPA budget for the 2025-26 school year. Games and interactive activities were ordered for the classrooms instead. 

Falcon Cart (Tiffany Geiger): The way that students can shop at the Falcon Cart changed this year. This year students are trying to fill small fish bowls with pebbles so they can shop at Falcon Cart. Changed this so the students can work as a team. First shopping opportunity is in the beginning of October. Tyring to come up with some new rewards that students can earn that don’t cost money. Suggestions were made that maybe even local business want to donate. If anyone has any suggestions, please email Mrs. Pearson.

Falcon Garden (Christine Baker/Lauren Duff): We just planted new fall flowers in the pots this morning. We are trying to maintain the other flowers until the frost hits.

Each student receives a Farmdale shirt, along with some of Farmdale goodies, and a welcome letter from the FPA. FALL COMMITTEES:
· Family Movie Night: Eliminated due to budget restrictions (and duplicated effort in September by HempfieldRec)

· Falcon Dash (Melissa Reihart, Jenn Jones & Micael McGovern): This is the 7th year of us having a Falcon Dash. One of the biggest fundraisers for the FPA. Information went home a couple weeks ago. Currently at $19,400 so far in donations. So far 46% of students are registered. T-Shirts are fully sponsored. There were 10 business that donated to the Falcon Dash for t-shirts. First round of prizes should start coming home tomorrow. Medals are going to be handed out for students to earn. The amount of laps each students has to complete will be different for the age groups. The theme this year is Sweet about Farmdale. Dress up days are scheduled. Tomorrow is Fancy Friday, so students are encouraged to dress up shiny like a candy wrapper. Next Tuesday is Twin day, Wednesday is Whacky day. The day before the dash is pajama day. We are also selling signs for $10 each for parents to decorate. SIgns need to be returned to school by Wednesday, October 1. Prefer cash, but can also Venmo. There is also a golden ticket search going on. Students are looking for golden tickets and when they find them they get to go to the office and choose a prize. A smelly prize, a good smelly. 10/3, rain date 10/10 

· Fall Fest (Alexis Ayrton): Changed from Trunk or Treat to Fall Fun Fest and the date has changed to Saturday, 10/18, 1pm-3pm (Trunk or Treat + Fall Activities). Some activities are free and some will have a cost. Tickets are $1 for the activities.
