President’s Report: There is approximately $1000 requests in so far for fall min-grants. Will be closing the PO Box by end of November.

Secretary Reports: Deanna shared Fall Fest set up was just difficult to get in and out of building but easier with help of Hemisha to set up and hold door. She did receive the fentanyl video (about 11 minutes in length) and it will be shown to 9th and 10th graders (created by Heckler family whose son died from it). $250 will be cut from home and school to pay the family for this. Hoping to see if Home and school can help support it so a mini grant will be submitted but will see if Aramark will cover half.
