Dr. Euker is redoing the main entrance by working with a designer (MHS grad) to create an honor wall and an honor book that will have better Methacton M branding on it to update the building/name recognition/symbol.  Name plates will then go up on the walls.  The walls are also movable so if building redone it can be relocated.
