Comprehensive Achievement and Civic Readiness Plan
What is Comprehensive Achievement and Civic Readiness?
During the 2024 session, the Minnesota Legislature renamed World's Best Work Force (WBWF) to Comprehensive Achievement and Civic Readiness (CACR). This new name emphasizes dual roles for the goals set forth in district plans—supporting students with academic achievement within their pre-K through 12 experience as well as preparing them to be active members of their community after graduation. This change will take effect as of the 2024-25 school year strategic plans and Fall 2025 annual summary report.
CACR plans will address the following goals:
· All children are ready for school.
· All racial and economic achievement gaps between students are closed.
· All students are ready for career and college.
· All students graduate from high school.
· Prepare students to be lifelong learners.

Results from the 2024-2025 Plan & Goals for the 2025-2026 School Year
Goal 1: All children are ready for school.
· 2024-2025 Goal & Results
· In the fall of 2024-2025, 68% of students entering the Kindergarten program will score at a proficient level in the FAST Early Math.
Goal Not Met- 65%


· In the fall of 2024-2025, 60% of students entering the Kindergarten program will score at a proficient level in the FAST Early Reading.
Goal Met- 60%


· 2025-2026 Goal
· During the spring, we will have at least 80% of our pre-school families attend Kindergarten Round-Up.


Goal 2: All racial and economic achievement gaps between students are closed.
· 2024-2025 Literacy Goal & Results
· Free & Reduced students will score at least 25% on the MCA III Reading Assessment.Goal Met- 30.4%



· 2025-2026 Literacy Goal
· Free & Reduced students will score at least 32% on the MCA III Reading Assessment.

· 2024-2025 Math Goal & Results
· Free & Reduced students will score at least 30% on the MCA III Math Assessment.
Goal Not Met- 27.7%


· 2025-2026 Math Goal
· Free & Reduced students will score at least 30% on the MCA III Math Assessment.
Goal 3: All students are ready for career and college.
· 2024-2025 Goal & Results
· The percentage of students that will have a written college or career goal by their senior year will be at 95%.
Goal Met- 100%


· 2025-2026 Goal
· By the end of 2026, 100% of students in grades 9–12 will complete at least one college or career readiness experience, such as a job shadow, workplace tour, or college visit, as verified through school participation records.


Goal 4: All students graduate from high school.
· 2024-2025 Goal & Results
· The number of students that graduate will be 95%.
Goal Met- 96%


· 2025-2026 Goal
· The number of students who graduate with their 4-year cohort will be at 95% or higher.
Goal 5: Prepare students to be lifelong learners.
· 2024-2025 Goal & Results
· All students will take the required courses set forth by the State of MN.
Goal Met- 100%


· 2025-2026 Goal
