Students who complete this course successfully will be able to: 
1. Represent word problems involving addition and subtraction of whole numbers up to 20. 
2. Use objects, pictures, and expanded and standard forms to represent numbers up to 120.
3. Students will read decodable readers that are aligned with the skills taught via Amplify.
4. The student will successfully complete writing assignments provided through Amplify Knowledge that are legible and use grade-appropriate conventions.
Student Evaluation:

Assignments, exams, expectations outside of the classroom:
