To increase Board/Public Communications, after each Board of Education meeting, an email highlighting Board discussions and actions will be sent to parents, staff, and anyone who has requested to receive district email communications. The following was accomplished at the December 18, 2025, meeting:

I. To keep our Community informed, the Board:
a. Reminded parents and students that school will be closed beginning on Wednesday, December 24, with students returning to class on Monday, January 5.
b. Advised that registration for the Pre-K lottery is now open.  The drawing will be held on January 21.
c. Mentioned the potential future disruption to our schools from the proposed Propel Energy infrastructure project, as new transmission lines are expected to be placed along Route 107.
