MiStar
MiStar is where families can view important student information.
· You can see attendance, grades, and school records.
· Think of MiStar as a place to check on your child’s school information.

MyPath
This is where your child’s daily schoolwork happens.
· Assignments, class activities, and grades are shared here.
· Think of MyPath as your child’s main learning space.

Clever
Clever helps your child log in easily.
· Your child signs in one time to open learning programs.
· This means fewer usernames and passwords to remember.

Imagine Learning
Imagine Learning helps your child practice reading and language skills.
· Teachers use this program to support learning at your child’s level.
· Your child usually opens Imagine Learning through Clever.

· If you’re not sure where to start, begin with Clever.
· Use MiStar to check attendance and grades.
· Check MyPath for assignments and daily learning.
· Encourage short daily practice in Imagine Learning — even 15 minutes helps.
